Our sorrows too much to bear
without people. We need community. We draw strength and courage from it. We don't say
as Communists stated everything and we don't say like some mybmuf individual
everything we need both. On Yom Kippur we ask G-d to forgive our sins and sins of his
people, Israel, Israel will outlast us all. Israel more than each of us. A parasite
when it wins it loses. When it grows fat it kills organism and it dies, too. We, too,
are cells on the living organism of Judaism. If we only take and don't give it, too,
will die. 1It, too, is being judged on this day. We must contribute. Our just coming
here today not enough we must contribute of wealth, time, energy. We Jews have always
been called upon to give not only take. Same even with their lives. And this was not

just in Roman Times. Just a little over 30 years ago. When Nazis came into

ghetto its the Bes Yaakov and dragged the girls out .

What have you contributed? Then there was Rabbi who smuggled a shofar into
Aushwitz. As he was going past a barrack with 1400 boys held for the .
They asked him Rabbi come and blow shofar for us. He bribed went in and blew-

shofar. Boys hadn't eaten for 24 hours, asked for bread, shouldn't fast Rosh Hashonna.
They said Rabbi you told us saved don't give up but must prepare
for west. Boys remember Shma and next year Jerusalem. In a few minutes taken out to ovens.
