Only living up to your responsibilities ultimately can make you happy.
The Rabbis fought Kol Nidrei because they thought it would give the people the wrong idea,
that they wouldn't have to keep their promises. People wanted it because they knew that
they make lots of promises to themselves which they don't keep. And we all must get a
new start. We all cannot dwell on the promises we made to ourselves in the past which we
didn't keep. Many of us are pulled in many different directions. On Yom Kippur we
abstain from five things. We don't eat, drink, friendly with husband/wife, annoint with
0il, wear leather shoes. The Rabbis say that we have five different pulls om us. There
are five different names for the soul. We have Ghayah which stands for a drive for
security. We have Nephesh, a drive for the mind, curiosity. We have
Yecheedah, a drive for love. We have Neshana, a desire for freedom. And
Ruash, a desire for mastery. We're all pulled in different directions. On High Holidays
we say G-d Oseh Shalom not Hamavarech is Amo V'shalom. On the High Holiday G-d doesn't
bless his people with peace, he makes peace. The \JORRV*:) aspects of our soul will be
in harmony if we do what's right. So many people think if they promise love, serenity,
the mind, etc. they'll be happy but they won't. They'll be unhappy. We Jews have always
pursued excellence, we've had self discipline. We've had the imner peace to give great
things to the world. When we've fled doing what we know we should to. We're all in
trouble. Story of Jonah. On Yom Kippur before Kol Nidrei we ask to pray with Sinners.
The word in Hebrew is Avaryoneen Wekul can be translated as Hebrews like Jonah. Jonah
thought he could flee his respomsibilities. First he fled to Yapha which means beauty.
Then he thought he'd go to Tarshish, precious jewels, money would help. Then he decided
that he was G-d, he went as an Oniyeh. When a terrible storm came he went to sleep. The
Rav Hachovel, the Ceptar, the head of the G-d saved Jonah, why aren't you praying? He
didn't want to have anything to do with religion. He said throw me in the sea. The Yom.
The Yesh Mateereen. Throw one into the sea of self indulgence. But it didn't help, he
was swallowed by Dog. Which in Hebrew means worry. He was overcome with dread anguish.
He couldn't be happy. Without fulfilling your responsibilities, duty the you can
grow won't have peace. The world needs the Jew to do his best. Ninevah served as account

of it. People want to cast off parents, family, have fun. They won't have fun, they'll
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have misery.
